[bookmark: _GoBack]PSMLA is pleased to offer the Cemanahuac Student-teacher Scholarship to a college senior who is majoring in Spanish and is planning a career in education.  The student must be sponsored by and the application must be submitted by a current PSMLA member.  The scholarship includes two weeks of intensive study at the Cemanahuac Educational Community in Cuernavaca, Mexico.  See www.cemanahuac.com  for more details. The student will receive discounted rates for the cost of the above as follows.
· $75.00 for Registration fee
· $220.00 for Tuition
· $406.00 for Housing
· $35.00 for Textbook

PSMLA will reimburse $200.00 toward travel expenses.  The Cemanahuac awardee will receive 50 % of their $200 reimbursement for travel expenses immediately after returning from the trip and 50% upon completion of their obligation of either writing an article for the Forum or presenting at a PSMLA conference.

Eligibility- The student-teacher must be nominated by a member of PSMLA for at least 2 years.

Sponsor must:
· Be a full-time teacher in a public or private school at the k-12 level or a post-secondary professor in the area of Spanish education during the 2013-2014 school year. 
· Carry a teaching load of at least 50% Spanish classes. 
· Provide a letter of recommendation explaining why the applicant deserves this scholarship.
· Send a copy of the student’s transcript.
The student-teacher must:
· Be willing to share his/her experiences by presenting a session at a PSMLA Conference within 2 years of participation or by submitting an article for the next PSMLA Forum.
· Have a minimum of 3.75 grade point average in world language classes (based on a 4.0 system). 
· Have studied Spanish for 4 consecutive years.
· Have made outstanding contributions to world language activities in their post-secondary setting.
· Be interested in pursuing a career in the teaching of Spanish. 


The student-teacher should submit a
· Statement: Attach a 150-word statement, in Spanish, in which he/she states how this experience would enhance your learning and what you expect to gain from studying in Cuernavaca, Mexico. 
· Immersion Experience: List any past experience in a Spanish-speaking country or in the United States. List the dates of study, personal and school-related travel, and work in Spanish-speaking countries or a Spanish-speaking environment in the USA.
· Student’s transcript: please scan and send a copy of the student’s transcripts of courses studied so far.
· Letter of recommendation from nominating teacher: explaining why the student deserves this scholarship

The selection committee will consider: 
· Need for this immersion experience in Cuernavaca, Mexico. 
· How the experience will enhance the applicant’s future study or application of the Spanish Language.
· Applicant’s willingness to share the experience by providing a workshop or a session at the annual PSMLA conference or writing an article for the Forum. 
· Applicant’s commitment and involvement in the teaching of Spanish.
